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Compared with traditional liberal arts, "new
liberal arts" has more distinctive openness,
flexibility, and innovation. The new era also
requires more diversified talents, talent with
different discipline background, all-rounded,
and outstanding capabilities in innovation.
The core purpose of establishing the "New
Liberal Arts" is to enhance education's ability
to serve economic and social development,
promote the collaborative innovation of
industry-university-research, and provide
human and intellectual support for econom-
ic and social development. Design majors
need to take the initiative to meet new
challenges.

In this context, the Dalian University of
Technology and the School of Architecture
and Fine Art has formed a systematic design
and practice education model of "Universi-
ty-Enterprise  Cooperation, University-Uni-
versity ~Cooperation and Professional
Cooperation”. Also, moving from the
traditional "closed-loop" talent training to
the "open-loop" training, towards adapting
to the new liberal arts.
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® University-Enterprise Cooperation:
implement the teaching model of collabora-
tive education of industry-university-re-
search to create a “University-Enterprise
Cooperation” education and practice
teaching pattern; build a comprehensive
“University-Enterprise Cooperation” platform
to strongly ensure that practice education is
in line with economic and social develop-
ment.

@ University-University Cooperation:
promote the transformation of education
and teaching methods through universities
cooperation between domestic and interna-
tional universities and carry out “Universi-
ty-University” collaboration in open practice
education, and vigorously strengthen the
realization of internationalization workshops,
based on exchanges and collaborative
education in workshops, progress to joint
design practice.

o Professional Cooperation:

integrate the characteristics and advantages
of the five design majors in our school,
environmental design, architecture, urban
and rural planning, industrial design, and
visual communication design, explore
interdisciplinary education, and realize
design practice of "Professional-Professional”
collaborative teaching methods.
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Through the exploration and practice of
design practice education model of "Univer-
sity-Enterprise Cooperation, University-Uni-
versity ~ Cooperation and  Professional
Cooperation", it not only effectively
completes the collaboration and integration
of industry-university-research but also
solves the problem of cross-regional
intercommunication of graduation design
diversity teaching system. This provides a
model for the exploration and practice of
design professional practice education in the
context of new liberal arts in colleges and
universities.
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
