To solve the diverse and complex societal challenges
that the 20th century has left unaddressed, we must explore the
causes of the issues, the needs, and the clues for solutions from a
multifaceted perspective. It has been recognized that the original
role of design can be a valid method in all stages of the creative
process. With the social role and expectations for design increasing,
we believe that it is necessary to reconstruct the concepts and
methodologies as a field of education and research in design
studies.

The Japan-China Design Symposium and the Asian Design Sympo-
sium will focus on culture, art, industry, and human resource
development in the Asian region to create new academic research
fields through collaboration with design universities in Asia. We aim
to form an education and research base for design studies unique to
Asia, promote design research and education, and actively contrib-
ute to future society's creation.

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®Qutcomes of the Symposium

This conference shared design education initiatives and interna-
tional exchange know-how among universities in many Asian
countries and regions, including Japan and China, to create a
platform for design research and education unique to Asia and
international exchange among Asian universities. Many professors
engaged in active discussions after their presentations, and we
could sense the possibility of further collaboration and develop-
ment with overseas educational institutions in the future.

A total of 66 people attended the symposium, including online
viewers from Japan and overseas. Some overseas educational
institutions also participated in Zoom at the venue, and many
faculty members watched the conference at the venue. There were
some viewers other than the panelists expressed their desire to
collaborate.

The symposium was held online amid the coronavirus disaster, and
we set up a simultaneous interpretation system in three languages.
Although there were several issues and problems, it was a
worthwhile challenge, and we were able to gain experience in
conducting symposium this way during such difficult times.
