courses, will be reorganized from two majors
to one in 2022 to enable further "cross-
disciplinary design" with 5 courses, Strategic
Design, Environmental Design, Human Life
Design and Science, Design Futures, Media
Design, Acoustic Design, in line with the
faculty's reorganization.

The international exchange agreements
between departments are shown in the
figure above. We have concluded
agreements with 38 universities worldwide
(17 countries and regions, as of November
2021) that are closely related to design. This
year's 2nd Asian Design Symposium received
participation from 3 universities in Japan and
8 universities in Asia. In addition, there are
136 other universities that have
comprehensive university-level agreements.
We aim to create a new hub for education
and research exchange in design through
such international collaboration, and this
Design Symposium is part of such activities.

International Projects and Programs
of the Faculty of Design

@ Environmental Design Global Hub (eghub)

The Environmental Design Global Hub
(eghub) is a research center affiliated with the
Faculty of Design. It focuses on international
education and research activities in the
Asia-Oceania region, including joint research
classes and faculty exchanges with the
National University of Singapore. In addition,
once a year, we hold a diversification seminar,
inviting graduate students and young faculty
members from emerging countries in Asia,
which is now in its fifth year. Unfortunately,
this year's seminar will have to be postponed
due to the outbreak of coronavirus. As of
now, we have attracted participants from 31
universities in a total of 15 countries and
regions and has served as a platform for
multifaceted exchange, leading to new
proposals for joint research and exchange
programs.
@ Inter-University Exchange

We hold joint design workshops with Aalto
University in Finland every year. We have also
strengthened our ties with Finland's Aalto
University over the years by mutually
accepting long-term exchange students and
having faculty members visit each other to
conduct joint research.

@ Global Goals Jam (GGJ)

The Global Goals Jam is an international
event supported by the United Nations
Development Programme (UNDP) with the
theme "Solving the world's problems from a
design perspective". 17 cities worldwide
participated in the first event held in 2016,
and Fukuoka was one of them and the first
city in Japan to host the event, which was led
by the Faculty of Design. There are currently
more than 5,000 people from 95 countries
participating in the event, and the activities
are expanding. 1In 2017, GGJ Tokyo
launched, and GGJ 2018 was held in Kyoto.
This year’ s GGJ now in its sixth year, was also
joined by teams from Yamaguchi and
Malaysia.

The SDGs Design International Awards, the
first international event organized by the
Faculty of Design, is a design competition
open to students worldwide, where design
proposals are widely solicited and awarded
for issues related to the SDGs. This year, the
third competition was held in October under
the theme of "Let’s Create a Carbon-Neutral
Society".

@ Asia Digital Art Award Exhibition (ADAA)

Asia Digital Art Award, in its 21st year, a
digital art competition led by the Faculty of
Design. We received 650 entries from 18
countries and regions this year. This
competition has become an important
platform for the presentation of digital art in
Asia.
